The Fish symbo! was used by the early church as a kind of
secret code during the time of the Roman empire when it was
illegal to worship Jesus. The Greek word for fish was
ICHTHUS. Those were also the first letters (in Greek) of the
words “Jesus, Messiah, God, Son, Savior.” The two rings
inside the fish represent female (+ symbol) and male (*
symbol) as equa! in Christ. CBE's logo was designed by our
